I admit it; I am an optimist. I

hard economic times. With the
economy in crisis, congregations

around the country are cutting

expenses at the very moment
many members need help with food, heating bills
and gasoline. I know that financial issues are
impacting most of our congregants. I know this
will impact Temple’s finances. But I also know
that if we stay true to our mission, we will ride
this storm and will provide crucial resources,
connection and caring for our congregants.

Recently I read that economists are examining
how religious affiliation serves as a kind of
“insurance” during difficult financial times.
Looking at spending before and after income goes
up or down, the economists found that religious
households have less volatile consumption. Their
spending fluctuates about 30 percent less than
spending by similar, nonreligious households. The
economists also found that religion actually softens
how you react to negative shocks. They found that
just stating a belief is not sufficient; one needs to
actively participate in a religious organization to
get happiness insurance.

So heed the economists, as well as listening to
your religious leaders. If you come to Temple to
worship or participate, it will make a positive
difference during these hard times. A synagogue is
a communal framework dedicated to helping each
other not only in times of joy, but in challenging

times as well.

Temple Israel is a place where Jews choose to
put their trust. During troubling economic times,
it is good to know that the place you trust will be
there for you and for those you love.

The realists around me are telling me that it is to
be anticipated that congregants’ falling income and
assets will lead to a drop in Temple contributions.

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Lighting the Way

Leo and Doris Hodroff
Opening a Door to the Jewish Community

The five wooden doors that open
to the back of the Temple Israel
sanctuary have special meaning for
Leo and Doris Hodroff.

Each door represents a book of
the Torah — Genesis, Exodus,
Leviticus, Numbers and
Deuteronomy. But to the Hodroffs,
these doors represent even more —
family, community, the past, the
future, and the cycle of life.

“As the owner of a funeral
home, my father and the ushers
would stand by the back doors of
the sanctuary,” said Leo Hodroff,
whose family founded Hodroff
Funeral Chapels in Minneapolis
and St. Paul. Over many years, the

Hodroffs felt the sorrow and joys of

of an entire community from their posts at the
sanctuary doors.

Today you will find a plaque next to the doors, dated
1979: “Sanctuary Doors in Memory of Abe A. & Lena
Hodroff, and William Hodroff, by Leo A. & Doris
Hodroff.” This commemoration to Hodroff’s father,
mother and brother is a fitting memorial to a family
that has played an integral and personal role in the
lives of Temple Israel’s families since the

Depression years.

Leo and Doris Hodroff

many families, and experienced the hopes and dreams

Leo Hodroff influenced and
guided the family’s relationship
with Temple Israel and the Twin
Cities Jewish community from
an early age.

When Leo was 12 years old,
his father and uncle went into
the funeral business in St. Paul,
where there was no Jewish
funeral home. This business was
quickly successful, and the
Hodroff family decided to open
a second location.

In Minneapolis, Jews held
funerals in their homes, or
funeral arrangements were made
by Orthodox or non-Jewish
funeral homes. There was a
niche to fill, and the Hodroffs
made their first connection with Temple Israel by
renting the former Temple Israel building (then the
congregation was called Shaarai Tov) at the corner of
10th Street and Sth Avenue. It wasn’t an up-to-date
or modern facility and, unfortunately, the new
Minneapolis funeral home struggled through
the Depression.

“On school days, I played hooky and went to the
funerals to usher. The principal helped me out by
arranging a study period for me in the afternoon so I
could get away,” Hodroff said.
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At the same time, to start earning money for college,
14-year-old Hodroff secured three newspaper delivery
routes. He’d get up at 3 a.m., bicycle downtown, and
get to work. One of his paper routes was around
Franklin and Stevens Avenues, where he noticed that a
beautiful residence designed by prominent local
architect, Edwin H. Hewitt, was in foreclosure.
Hodroff was convinced that moving the funeral home
to this new location and into this

Max Shapiro from the time he first came to Temple
Israel in 1955. We developed a close working, and
personal, relationship. Whenever he needed something
to be taken care of, I'd take care of it.”

Meanwhile, a competent young woman with a
background in journalism joined Hodroff’s chemical
supply business as secretary. It didn’t take long before
Hodroff noticed Doris’ skill and promoted her to
advertising manager. Together

stately building would change the
family’s business fortunes. The
young Leo convinced his reluctant
father to talk with Hewitt, and
today the business is still there.
Once the new building was

remodeled, families from Temple
Israel, Adath Jeshurn and the
North Side began calling. “The
image of the funeral changed
around this time. Eulogies were

Leo and Doris worked side by
side, building the business, and
as their relationship grew
closer, Leo asked for her hand
in marriage. She was converted
by Rabbi Shapiro, and on
December 29, 19635, they were
| married at Temple Israel.

Throughout the years, the

Hodroffs have been exceedingly
~J generous to Temple Israel and

added, and funerals became much

more peaceful, quieter. People
stopped crying in anguish, and the
pace slowed,” Hodroff said. Rabbi Albert Minda, from
Temple Israel, liked the modern-style funeral the
Hodroffs espoused and often referred families to them.

After graduating from the University of Minnesota
as the first licensed Jewish mortician in the State
of Minnesota, Hodroff started manufacturing
embalming fluids in the basement of the family funeral
home. He called his company the L.H. Kellogg
Chemical Company, and later he added the Kelco
Supply Company, which sold embalming supplies
and equipment.

“Everything was sold by direct mail because I had to
stay home and help my dad,” Hodroff said. Later,
Hodroff’s two companies would become the largest of
their kind in the country.

With his knack for business, Hodroff was soon in
charge of running the funeral home, as well. “I liked
my relationship with the rabbis and the people. I took
care of and promoted the business, while my dad did
most of the ushering,” he said. “I got to know Rabbi

the Jewish community, as well as
to the University of Minnesota.
Not only have they devoted
their business and professional lives to the Jewish
community, but they have also served on multiple
boards, helped with many projects and provided
significant philanthropic support.

During the Sanctuary Restoration Campaign of the
early 2000s, the Hodroffs decided to tackle a significant
need at Temple that was apparent during many
funerals. Together with Miles (z”]) and Shirley
Fiterman, the two families funded the construction of
the two wheelchair ramps that lead from the sanctuary
floor to the bimah, making the bimah accessible to
countless people for the first time.

Asked why the family supports the community and
has given so much to Temple Israel over the years,
Hodroff replied: “The community is like a family to
me. When I’m there (at Temple Israel), it puts my mind
at ease. It gives me solace to think about the meanings
of the holidays, and what they mean to my life and
our community.”

This year is an exciting time
to be part of the 9th Grade
Kallah Program! We have made

some significant changes to
the curriculum and the format

based on input from parents and

The new 9th Grade Kallah Program consists
of a variety of events designed to help the teens
become adult members of our Jewish community.
The first kallah was geared towards creating a
holy community, a kehillah kedoshah. The next
three kallot focused on learning about needs
within Temple Israel and educating the teens so
they can serve our community. The themes cover
Jewish views of death and dying; lifelong Jewish
learning and Hebrew; and pikuach nefesh, the
value of saving a life. Following study in all three
areas, the teens will be prepared to select one
service project tied to these themes and serve
the larger Temple Israel community through
the spring.

At the second kallah, the teens explored
different beliefs about life after death and

Memorial Chapel, where the teens learned with

mourners.

Rabbi Zimmerman and funeral director Jim
Wardlow about the delicate process of caring
for the deceased. The teens also discussed
various ways to comfort mourners and deal
with loss.

During the third kallah the teens examined
the age-old tradition of study in Judaism.
They explored Biblical texts at a new level,
delving into the deeper meaning of Torah, and
uncovering the story behind the story. The teens
also learned different teaching techniques, so
they will be able to pass on their knowledge to
younger students in our community.

At the fourth kallah, the teens examined
Judaism’s beliefs about right to life issues and
when one is required to preserve life. The teens
were also challenged to take the Red Cross CPR
class and are now certified to save a life.

Now that the teens have completed the first
four kallot, they are prepared to serve our
community in many different ways. The teens
have chosen one of three service projects that will
better Temple Israel and make our community
stronger. The three projects include supporting
mourners by attending daily worships services,
assisting in the Hebrew school as advanced
teaching aides, and serving as baby sitters at
various Temple events. It will be quite special
and exciting to see these teens give back to the
place that has given them so much.

Tips to Celebrate Tu BiSh'vat — Jewish Earth Day

You are not required to finish the task [of perfecting the world],
yet you are not free to desist from it. -- Rabbi Tarfon PIRKE AVOT 2:21

Tu BiSh’vat —the New Year of the Trees—has been referred to as the Jewish Earth Day. Trees benefit us
all socially, communally, environmentally, and economically. In the spirit of this Tu BiSh’vat, we thought

it appropriate to once again list 18 tips that we can all do to help save our trees:

1. Use dishtowels instead of paper towels for
drying dishes and kitchen spills.

2. Use cloth napkins for all of your meals.

3. Save previously used wrapping paper and
use it again. Or, use swatches of fabric,
newspaper, reusable gift bags or a cloth sack
for gifts.

4. Keep cloth bags in your car, with your bicycle
or by your front door for all your shopping
needs instead of taking a paper bag or plastic
bags (made of non-renewable sources).

5. Buy items with little or no packaging or in bulk
that you can stock in your own containers.

6. Keep a commuter mug in your car, in your
backpack, or at your office instead of taking
a new, disposable, paper or plastic cup.

7. Avoid items made from rain forest woods such
as rosewood, mahogany, teak, or ebony.

8. Make a commitment to purchase only wood
products certified by the Forest Stewardship
Council (FSC); ask for them at The Home Depot.

9. Pack a reusable lunch box or cloth bag; use
reusable storage containers or food that needs

no packaging (e.g., fresh fruit).

10.Send a virtual postcard to the US Forest
Service at www.ourforests.org to support
an effective policy to protect our national
forests.

11.Reduce the

13.Set the default switch on your photocopier to
double-sided or attach a friendly reminder on
the machine.

15.Reuse paper that is clean on one side for
in-house drafts, notes and photocopies.

16.Recycle office paper, newspapers, cardboard,
magazines, colored paper and scrap wood.

17.Buy copier paper, paper towels, tissues,
and toilet paper with at least 50% “post-
consumer recycled content.” The higher the
post-consumer content, the better.
