For more than 130 years, Temple Israel has existed and will

What is an endowment gift?

The gift that keeps on giving

In the wake of a tragic airplane crash, an endowment memorial gift
has given generations of children Jewish camping experiences

On March 5, 1966, Temple Israel
members Corinne & Murray Goldstein
boarded British Overseas Airways
Corporation Flight 911 from Tokyo to
Hong Kong with 122 other passengers
and crew members. Just before takeoff,
the captain of the Boeing 707 amended
the flight plan to give his passengers a
view of one of Japan’s most beautiful
and sacred volcanic mountains — Mount
Fuji. The plane took off as planned but
encountered severe turbulence. Unstable
under wind shears of such magnitude,
the plane broke up in flight, and every-
one on board was killed.

Murray and Corinne Goldstein

Murray Goldstein had organized this
trip as the president and founder of
Viking Travel, one of the early innova-
tors of group travel. With him were 75
employees of Thermo King Corporation
of Minneapolis, whose top executives
were also members of Temple Israel but
who were not on the plane. Corinne
accompanied Murray to fulfill a lifelong
dream of visiting the Orient. Reluctantly
they left their son Brad, who was just
under two years old, at home.

When Corinne & Murray’s closest
friends got the call that the plane had
crashed, they knew they had to do
something to keep the memory and
spirit of the Goldsteins alive. With a

financial gift to the Temple Israel
Foundation, the Corinne & Murray
Goldstein Camp TEKO Scholarship
Endowment Fund was born. Through
the creation of an endowment honoring
Corinne & Murray’s lives, Brad’s gen-
eration and generations of children to
follow would receive the joy of Jewish
camping experiences.

“When the plane crash occurred, it
was natural to set up an endowment
fund for TEKO scholarships because
Corinne and Murray themselves were
young, they were married at Temple
and belonged to Temple, and they
believed in Camp TEKO,” said Gary
Tankenoff who, along with his wife
Marsha, was among the Goldstein’s
closest friends. “Because of the way an
endowment works, children are still
benefitting today — 44 years later.”

“Iloved my own years at TEKO and
went back again and again as a camper,
counselor-in-training and counselor,”
said the Goldstein’s son, Brad (Goldstein)
Klein. “I am honored that an endow-
ment fund named in memory of my
parents will always help children go to
camp, year after year.”
